William J. De Lancey was elected chairman of Republic Steel Corporation on February 20, 1979,
and continued as chief executive officer. He had been president and chief executive officer since
February 19, 1974. An officer of the Corporation since 1961, he had been executive vice president
since October 20, 1971.

In May of 1980 Mr. De Lancey was elected to the two-year post of chairman of the board of di-
rectors of the American Iron and Steel Institute.

He joined the company on April 14, 1952, as assistant counsel. In 1954, he was named assistant
general counsel and five years later advanced to general counsel. He was elected vice president and
general counsel on May 10, 1961, and on February 20, 1968, was elected to the board of directors.

He came to Republic from the law firm of Cravath, Swaine & Moore in New York.

He is a director of AmeriTrust Corporation, The Standard Oil Company (Ohio), The Sherwin-
Williams Company, The Ohio Bell Telephone Company, Metropolitan Life Insurance Company,
Reserve Mining Company and Beatrice Pocahontas Company. He is chairman of the board of trus-
tees of Cleveland’s educational television station, WVIZ. He is also a director or trustee of the Musical
Arts Association, University Hospitals, the Cleveland Council on World Affairs, Case Western Reserve
University, and the International Iron and Steel Institute.

Born in Chicago, Illinois, on June 2, 1916, Mr. De Lancey was graduated from Elgin (Illinois)
High School in 1934 and from the University of Michigan in 1938. At Michigan, he was elected to
Phi Beta Kappa, Phi Eta Sigma and Phi Kappa Phi, scholastic honor societies. In 1940, he received
his law degree from the University of Michigan Law School, where he was editor of the Michigan
Law Review and a member of the Order of the Coif, legal honor society.

During World War 11, he served in the U. S. Navy as an air combat intelligence officer with the
rank of licutenant (junior grade) on the USS Bennington (CV 20). For his service on the aircraft
carrier, he was awarded the commendation ribbon.

On July 10, 1940, he married the former Sally Roe of Waban, Massachusetts. They reside in Shaker
Heights, Ohio.
